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Abstract: Social service is an important responsibility of higher vocational colleges. There are many problems in the social
service work of some business English major teachers in higher vocational colleges, such as weak service consciousness, low service
ability and unimpeded service channels. According to the national economic development strategy and actual social needs, combined
with advantages of the major, business English major teachers in higher vocational colleges can improve their social service ability
through multiple channels, including: enterprise projects or departments going into the campus, professional technology, talents going

into the enterprise, social training, etc. At the same time, it is advised that a “double—type quality” teaching team should be built and

teachers' social service management system should be established, so as to guarantee teachers’ social service work.
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
